The history of Lincoln also features periods 
of Roman and Viking occupation, and it was 
William the Conqueror himself who first 
ordered the construction of Lincoln Castle 
in 1068. During the industrial revolution, the 
city became famous for the quality of its 
engineering. The historic centre of Lincoln, 
steps away from our school campus, is 
an inspirational environment for curious, 
thoughtful young people to learn  
and grow.
